(What Will I study?) 

  

A language GCSE builds on what you have already learnt in years 7, 8 and 9 and you 
probably know more than you think. By taking a language GCSE, you do not just learn 
the language; you get to find out about other people, countries and cultures so it 
really is an interesting and varied subject. 
 
Subject aims 
The aims of this qualification are to: 
• provide a coherent, satisfying and worthwhile course of study 
• develop confidence in, and a positive attitude towards, Spanish and to recognise 

the importance of languages 

 provide a strong linguistic and cultural foundation for students who go on to 
study languages at a higher level post-16 

• develop students’ ability and ambition to communicate independently in speech 
and writing with speakers of the language for authentic purposes 

• develop students’ ability to communicate independently about subjects that are 

 meaningful and interesting to them 
• build students’ confidence and broaden their horizons, enabling them to step 

beyond familiar cultural boundaries, develop new ways of seeing the world, and 
better understand relationships between the foreign language and the English 
language 

• enable students to become familiar with aspects of the contexts and cultures of 
the countries and communities where the language is spoken. 

 
Throughout the 2-year course, you will study the following 6 main themes:

• Lifestyle and wellbeing 
• My neighbourhood 
• Media and technology 
• Studying and my future 
• Travel and tourism

Lessons will be structured to ensure that the 4 key skills are covered in learning 
time. Homework will be issued each week and students will be required to learn 
vocabulary on a regular basis.  Regular vocabulary and grammar tests will be given. 
Memrise is used regularly during KS4 Spanish.
